I also appreciate there was a lot of support from you for the students during the assessment window as they adapted to return to examinations from the previous centre assessed and centre determined grades.
I am sure that everyone will have many questions about what to expect in relation to results this summer as it is the first examination results day since August 2019. Results will be available to collect, in person, from the Main Hall of the school from 10am onwards on Thursday August 18th 
Year Thirteen
Results will be available to collect, in person, from the Main Hall of the school from 9.00am onwards n Thursday August 18th 
Pupils will not be allowed on school site before 9:00am. 
Pupils will also receive the results via their school email address on Results Day, should they not be in a position to pick their results up during the collection time. We regret that examination results can only be sent to the pupil’s school email address and cannot be sent to the email address of parents/carers.
If any pupils open their results and have queries or questions they will be allocated a member of staff to support them and taken to a classroom to discuss their query. As with previous Results Days there will be staff available to help and advise the pupils and contact universities.

Year Eleven
Results will be available to collect, in person, from the Main Hall of the school from 9.00am onwards on Thursday August 25th 
Pupils will not be allowed on school site before 9:00am.

Arrangements for Year Twelve in September
Any pupil wishing to join our Year Twelve (2022-2023) will need to enrol on Monday September 5th at midday at the school in the Sports Hall. This is regardless of having/not submitted final option choices or even if you had indicated you would not be returning to Archbishop McGrath but have subsequently changed your mind. You will not need to wear school uniform on this day. This enrolment is important for us to ensure we have the correct information from you as your A level choices may change on receiving your GCSE results or have changed since you completed your option selection this term, and so that we can ensure that timetables are correct.
